My vision and goals consist of a few things.  First we would need 4 parents, Senior, Junior, Sophomore, and Freshman.  These parents would help in goal setting, mission statement/purpose, and most importantly coordination of events for Vallivue Baseball (high school/legion).  I would ask that freshman parents stay on the board for two years.  Sophomore/Junior parents for one and Senior parents one.  However, if you wanted to stay on longer it would simply be a vote from myself and the other booster parents.
This booster club would be solely work in conjunction with our high school baseball and legion baseball.  I am a strong believer that we can run both programs and tie in fundraisers for both of them to be successful.  My vision for this would be that both programs would share equipment such as baseballs, bats, helmets, catching gear, and field equipment.  Legion $$ would got strictly for hats, apparel, travel, and lodging to out of town baseball tournaments.  Membership for the Vallivue Baseball booster club would be $75 which would include a car decal (booster club member), hat/visor or sweatshirt and two individual meal coupons valid for any high school/legion game.

Each year we could set some realistic goals to improve our facility, whether it is concessions, hitting facilities, lights, concrete, netting and brick on the backstop, and set out to accomplish that one thing.  I am not talking about trying to raise tens of thousands, but maybe 4-5 thousand.  We have a gorgeous facility but it has room to grow!  Currently our needs for this year are new backstop padding and a brick storage shed (that is currently in progress and should be completed by the time school starts).  We are going to have to replace our backstop net soon because it is getting torn up.  Future field improvements are to add on to our concession/press box, get concrete poured in the bleacher area, and start on a hitting facility down the right field line.  With a hitting facility I would like to have two 60 foot hitting tunnels, locker room, bathroom, TV’s and couches to watch film, and coaches’ offices out there.  Baseball would be out of the gym and where we belong, on the baseball field.

I know that many of you are involved in other sports as well and we all have many commitments that take up your time.  You, as parents have been tremendous in the amount of support for your kids, our coaches, and VALLIVUE baseball.  There is a tremendous amount of tradition out here and I firmly believe that it will not take long to put Vallivue baseball back on the map as the premiere 5A program in the Treasure Valley and the State!
