· KEYS TO SUCCESS:  “Everybody wants to be successful, but few people are 

willing to pay the price for success.”  Chemistry and teamwork:  We are going to 

fill the dugout each day with 18 players that care only about winning, not about 

their individual success.  Each day, they do everything in their power to act 

upon that belief.  We need to understand that every choice we make, effects 

not only ourselves, but our teammates, coaches, and parents.  Remember that 

success is directly related to attitude and attitude is a mindset!
· Play the best players and play to win.  However, during the regular season and 

tournaments all players will have the opportunity to play.  To become the best team we need to have players challenging each other on and off the field.  COMPETITION is what builds character and a TEAM
· Follow all team rules set forth by the Vallivue American Legion and your 


coaches.

· Be gentlemen on and off the field.  This means that in any instance a player will 

never argue with an umpire, that is why you have coaches.
· Never criticize another player, teammate, or coach.

· No drugs/alcohol.  1st offense: 5 game suspension and 10 hours of community 


service.  2nd offense: 10 game suspension and 20 hours of community service, 3rd  

offense: Immediate dismissal from the team.

· Road trips all players will dress in “Vallivue” attire.  Any player caught with

drugs/alcohol will be immediately dismissed from team no questions at all!

· All players are to play hard and hustle on and off the field.  This is one factor for 


playing time.  Things will be done one way and that is the “RIGHT” way!
· All players are expected to be on time and dressed appropriately, this means 15 

minutes early.
· No earrings on the field (practice or game), facial hair will be kept to ¼ inch 

in length, players will wear appropriate shirts for practice, and hats will be

worn correctly at all times (no hats backwards).  There is a zero tolerance policy for this.

· No player will leave the dugout unless they are retrieving foul balls during games 
This means I want all players “focused” and ready to play for 7/9 innings every day.

· Every member of the Titans team will travel together to away contests. 
· At away games, you must get a coaches permission to ride home with someone

other than who you rode with. If the person is not a legal guardian or of age you will not be allowed to go.  This is for the players’ safety and coaches’ protection. 

· If you are going to miss a practice/game please COMMUNICATE with coach 


Schneidt, Beggs, or Hoffman.
· Any more than 3 unexcused practices or games will result in either a 


suspension, loss of playing time, or dismissal from team (coaches discretion)
· Any parents concerned with playing time must first come to a minimum of 2 


practices and then make an appointment with coach Schneidt.  We will then 


discuss any issue(s) with your son present at that time.

· All parents are encouraged to attend tryouts or any practices.  If you attend please 


allow ALL coaches to coach and ALL players to play.

· All parents are encouraged to let the outcome of the games rest with the players 
and coaches.  At times umpires are going to make mistakes, but so are coaches and players. Vallivue has an outstanding reputation for “excellence” when it comes to baseball.  Let’s show our “excellence” of treating umpires and opposing teams as well!

· The Vallivue Titans will never be out coached in any situation!  The fine line 
between winning and losing games comes down to execution.  Your son will benefit from baseball being taught at the next level.  Sometimes there is a learning curve where frustration will set in.  Our job is to make your son the best baseball player possible.  At the end of the season your son will be a better baseball player….PERIOD!
